Who did the people think that John the Baptist might be? In this Sunday's Gospel, John the

Baptist prepares the people for the coming of Jesus. He tells them to share with others and to
show mercy - to put people (not money or power) first; to feel for those who suffer and to do
something to help. Within the Catholic Church, these actions, attending to people’s basic needs,
are known as Corporal (or physical) Works of Mercy. Ask your child what the word ‘mercy’ means

to them. You may want to share with your child what the word ‘mercy’ means to you. Can you
or your child remember a fime when you were merciful and gave someone another chance?

The Church also encourages us fo perform Spiritual Works of Mercy. These include: being
compassionate; being patient with others even if we are being treated unfairly; forgiving
others (even if we feel they don’t deserve forgiveness); sometimes giving people more than
they deserve. Merciful people do things out of their love and care for others and this helps
make the world a better place. Who do you know to be a merciful person? Each time we
show ‘mercy’, we open ourselves fo receive mercy from God. Each of you say if there is
someone to whom you could show mercy this Advent.
